Jean-Pierre Lutgen is sensitive to art, but also to the heritage of the region where he grew up, and has brought this historic house back to life 
by organising an exhibition of contemporary art there for the first time.

My photographs were displayed alongside sculptures by Jean-Michel Chardome, a Belgian artist who has carved an impressive eight-meter-
high wooden totem pole for the house.

Around twenty of my works were hung on a wall measuring over 30 linear metres, including several series such as LikeAPainting, Pictorial 
and Optical, as well as a design piece and skateboards. More than 400 enthusiastic people from the Ardennes came to the opening. It was a 
pleasure to share this moment.
